UNIT CHECK-IN:

Performers and seven (7) staff will be admitted at guard check-in. Season passes for directors will be
available for all units at check-in. All guard members and staff must be wrist banded when checking in.
Additional staff members or chaperones must purchase tickets at the Unit Check-in if needed. Units must
check-in one (1) hour prior to their performance time. If you have any circuit obligations or contest fees,
you will be asked to take care of them at the time of check-in.

PARKING:
Please see the map included in this packet for details on parking at Hagerty High School.

DRESSING FACILITIES:

Locker rooms will be open for performers. Please vacate in a timely fashion to allow space for other
guards. Hagerty High School and the Florida Federation of Colorguards Circuit will not be responsible for
lost, stolen or damaged property. Please be courteous to the guards using this facility later in the day and
clean up after yourself.

FOOTWEAR & EQUIPMENT:

All equipment tips of poles, sabres and rifles must be properly taped. Any props used must be protected to
avoid damage to the gym area. Soft-soled shoes need no extra protection. Hard-soled shoes must be
taped. All floor carts and rolling equipment or instrument must have clean working wheels. All equipment
must also be removed from the gym immediately following your performance.

INSPECTIONS:

Equipment and props will be inspected in the holding area prior to the performance. Questions regarding
your equipment’s legality will be determined by the Contest Director and Chief Judge assigned by the
Florida Federation of Colorguards Circuit.



FLOOR SIZE:
Contest floor will be 55’ x 80’. We will also have another floor that will be down for added protection
throughout the day. If you are bringing your own floor, your floor will have to go over the floor provided.

TABULATING AND JUDGING AREA:

Only authorized personnel will be allowed in the tabulating and judging area. DO NOT APPROACH THE
TABULATION TABLE AT ANY TIME! You may pick up your judges commentary CD at the trophy table
approximately 30 minutes after your unit’s performance.

SHOW MUSIC:

Show music CD’s should be turned in to the sound table at least 30 minutes prior to the unit’s performance
time. If you are using an MP3 player the circuit can connect it to the sound system, but will not be
responsible for its operation.

SOUND CHECKS:
Sound checks will take place one hour prior to the start of the show and during official show breaks when
the sound technician is available.

WARM-UPS:

Body and Equipment Warm-ups will take place in the same location. We have a secondary gym that will be
partitioned off into two large areas with tall ceilings. We will have a volunteer on duty to assist in keeping
to the rotation schedule, however we ask that you do your best to follow your assigned times. There is
plenty of outside space for you and your group to warm-up. Units may choose to skip the scheduled
warm-up, but are responsible for reporting to the holding area on time.

AWARDS CEREMONY/RETREAT:
There will be 2 retreats for our competition. Please see the schedule in your packet for more information.

VIDEOTAPING:
Videotaping will be permitted. Cameras must be hand-held or mounted on a uni-pod or folded tri-pod.
There will not be a video area set aside.

GUARD GRAMS:

The announcer will use discretion when
reading the guard grams. Inappropriate messages will not be read and no refund will be provided.

From the Jacksonville/Daytona Area:

Take I-4 West and Exit onto Toll Road 417 South. You will travel through Sanford on 417. Once you cross
Lake Jessup, you will take the second exit, Red Bug Lake Road. Turn Left off the exit. Continue on Red Bug
Lake Road until you reach Lockwood Blvd. Red Bug will change names to Mitchell Hammock, so don’t be
alarmed. Turn Right on Lockwood Blvd and travel 2 miles. Hagerty High School will be on your left. Turn into
the first entrance on the left and if the main parking lot is full, you can take the second entrance into the
school for more parking.

From the Tampa Area via |-4:

Take I-4 East to Orlando. Exit onto Toll Road 408 East. Travel about 5 miles and take the left fork onto Toll
Road 417 North. Travel another 4 miles and exit onto University Blvd. East. Continue on University Blvd.
until you reach SR 434 which is also known as Alafaya Trail. Take Alafaya Trail to the 3™ Light and turn right
onto McCulloch Rd.

From South Orlando via Toll Road 417:
