Guard Check-in: Marching members and seven (7) staff will be admitted and must check in
together. Season passes for directors will be available for all units at check-in. All guard
members and staff must be wrist-banded when checking in. Additional staff members must
purchase tickets. You will be able to purchase tickets at check in for any additional staff or
chaperones. Units must check in one hour prior to their performance time. Check in will open at
10:00am.

Parking: Busses and trucks may park in the West lot. A bus loop is available for prop
loading/unloading only. Spectators may park directly in front of the school. Overflow parking
may use the Stadium parking lot on the east side of the campus.

Prop Storage: There are ample covered storage areas all throughout the interior of the school.

Dressing Facilities: Locker rooms will be open for the performers to change. Please vacate in a
timely fashion to allow space for other guards. Winter Springs High School and Florida
Federation of Colorguards Circuit will not be responsible for any lost, stolen, or damaged
property.

Seating in the Gym: Judges will be located in the center of the North bleachers and will be
marked off. Spectators will be on either side of the judges. Seating will be on a "first come, first
served" basis. Participating units will be asked to sit in the South bleachers. There will be door
monitors to control the seating, and NO entry will be allowed during performances.

Footwear and Equipment: All equipment tips of rifles, poles, and sabers must be padded. Any
props used must be protected to avoid damaging the floor. Soft-soled shoes need no

protection. Hard-soled shoes must be taped. All carts and rolling equipment must have clean,
working wheels.



Inspections: Equipment and props will be inspected in the holding area prior to the
performance. Questions regarding your equipment’s legality will be determined by the Contest
Director and Chief Judge assigned by the Florida Federation of Colorguards Circuit.

Floor Size: Contest floor will be at least 55’ x 80" with sufficient room at the end and backside.
We will also have another floor that will be down for added protection throughout the day. If
you are bringing your own floor, your floor will have to go over the floor provided.

Equipment Removal: All equipment MUST be removed from the gym immediately following
your performance.

Tabulating and Judging Area: Only authorized personnel will be allowed in the tabulating and
judging area. DO NOT APPROACH THE TABULATION TABLE AT ANY TIME! You may pick up your
judges commentary CD at the trophy table approximately 30 minutes after your unit’s
performance.

Show Music: Show music CD’s should be turned in to the sound table at least 30 minutes prior
to the unit’s performance time. If you are using an MP3 player the circuit can connect it to the
sound system, but will not be responsible for its operation. A guard staff member must be
present to operate the player.

Sound Checks: Sound checks will take place one hour prior to the start of the show and during
official show breaks when the sound technician is available.

Warm-ups: There will be ample space provided for your unit’s preparation for the show. There
will be a body warm-up area and an equipment warm-up area, as noted on the maps. We
request that you adhere to the rotation schedule to keep the show on schedule. These facilities
will be inside. If you choose, there is ample outside space in our interior courtyard for warm up.
You still need to report to the holding area at your designated report time.

Retreats: There will be 2 retreats for our competition. Please see the schedule in your packet
for more information.

Video taping: Each unit will be given a video pass at check-in. This allows one person to video
that unit only. Cameras must be hand-held or mounted on a unipod or folded tripod. No other
videotaping is allowed.

Photography: Photography is allowed, but we do ask for the comfort and safety of both the
performers and the spectators NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY!

Guard Grams: We will have guard grams available at a cost of $2.00 each. The Announcer will
use discretion when reading Guard Grams. Inappropriate messages will not be read and no
refund will be provided

Concession Stand: Our concession stand will be open from 11:00am until approximately
8:30pm. Please note that food and drinks are not allowed in the gym.

Critique: Critique will be held after the competition for those units which have previously
signed up. Critique will be held in the judges hospitality room.

Driving Directions:

From Jacksonville/North:

Take I-95 to |-4. Take I-4 west to SR 417 (This is a toll road). Take 417 south to SR 434
(Winter Springs Exit). Take SR 434 west. Turn right on Heritage Park St/Central Winds Drive.
Bear to the right, school is on the left.

From Tampa/Southwest:
Take |-4 East past Orlando to SR 434. Take SR 434 east. Turn left on Heritage Park St/Central
Winds Drive. Bear to the right, school is on the left.

From Tallahassee/North:

Take I-75 South to the Turnpike. Take the Turnpike south to 408(East/West Expressway). Take
408 East to |-4. Take |-4 East to SR 434. Take SR 434 east. Turn left on Heritage Park St/Central
Winds Drive. Bear to the right, school is on the left.

From South/East:

Take I-95 North to SR 528 (This is a toll road). Take 528 west to SR 417. Take SR 417 North
to SR 434. (Winter Springs Exit). Take SR 434 west. Turn right on Heritage Park St/Central
Winds Drive. Bear to the right, school is on the left.

Although the official address for Winter Springs High School is on Tuskawilla Road, DO NOT turn
off SR-434 onto Tuskawilla Road even though you see a directional sign to the school.
Tuskawilla goes through the Winter Springs Town Center. It is a congested, curving brick road
(although the map does not show it). You will need to continue west on SR-434 past the Town
Center. You will then come to a traffic light at Doran Blvd. DO NOT TURN ON DORAN.
Continuing west you will pass the Winter Springs City Hall. Then you will see directional signs to
the school and Central Winds Park. At the next traffic light, turn right on to Heritage Park
St/Central Winds Drive.
