Unit Check-In: Marching members & seven (7) staff will be admitted and must check-
in together. All unit members & staff must be wrist-banded when checking in.
Additional staff members must purchase tickets. You will be able to purchase tickets at
the ticket booth for any additional staff & chaperones. Units must check-in one (1) hour
prior to their performance time. Check-in will open at 11:00AM and will take place at
the south end of the main school hallway adjacent to the South Parking Lot.

Parking: Please review the map included with this packet for details on parking at East
Lake High School. Spectator parking is on the Northeast side of the school by the
football field. Equipment trucks and busses will be directed to the Southeast and South
side of the school for loading and unloading. To keep traffic flow constant, Busses and
trucks will park in the south parking lot. There will be parking attendants to assist with
directions. The main entrance to the high school is off of East Lake Rd. (there are a
traffic light and a 7-11 store) and is clearly marked with a school marquee.

Dressing Facilities: There are several boys’ and girls’ bathroom located in the main
hallway of the school. East Lake High School and the Florida Federation of Colorguards
Circuit will not be responsible for any lost, stolen or damaged property.

Footwear & Equipment: All equipment and props must be properly taped and padded
as outlined by the WGI and FFCC guidelines as outlined in the FFCC Technical Assistance
Paper. Be aware that penalties will be assessed for improperly taped and padded
equipment. Please understand that units unable to take corrective actions may not be
allowed to perform if there is any possibility that the gym floor may be damaged.
Soft-soled shoes are acceptable. Hard-soled shoes must be taped. All carts must have
clean, working wheels. A floor covering is required for the gym floor. If you do not have
a floor cover, we will provide a black vinyl floor cover 55 X 90.



Inspections: Equipment and props will be inspected in the holding area prior to the
performance. Questions regarding your equipment’s legality will be determined by the
Contest Director and Chief Judge assigned by the FFCC.

Equipment Removal: All equipment MUST be removed from the gym immediately
following your performance.

Tabulating & Judging Area: Only authorized personnel will be allowed in the
tabulating and judging area. DO NOT APPROACH THE TABULATION ROOM! You may
pick up your judges commentary CD’s at the trophy table approximately 30 minutes
after your unit’s performance.

Warm-Ups: There is ample area for warm-up in the parking lots on the Southeast side
of the school in front of the Theater.

Awards Ceremony: There will be one (1) retreat ceremony for all units and will begin
approximately 5:00 PM.

Video Taping: Video taping will be permitted with a VIDEO PASS for your unit only.
Cameras must be hand-held or mounted on a folded tri-pod. There will not be a video
area set aside.

Photography: Photography is allowed, but we do ask for the comfort and safety of
both the performers and spectators NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY!

Percussion “Grams”: We will have Percussion Grams available for a cost of $1.00
each. The Announcer will use discretion when reading “Shout-Outs”. Inappropriate
messages will not be read and no refund will be provided.

Programs: Programs will be available throughout the day for a cost of $1.00.

Souvenir Tables: Souvenir tables will set up near the outside of the gym entrance.
