Unit Check-In:  All units must check in at least (1) hour prior to their performance
time. Check —In will begin at 11:00am and will be located behind the Gym. When
checking in, all participating units and up to seven (7) of their staff must all be present
will be admitted free. The staff wristbands may be used for directors, parents,
chaperones, bus / equipment truck drivers, and floor crew. Any additional unit support
members must purchase a wristband.

Parking: Spectator and participant parking are free. Equipment trucks and Buses will
be directed to unload and park in the stadium lot. Please refer to the directions and
school map included in this packet for further clarification.

Prop Storage: Performing units will have a designated area to store props. This area is
indicated on the enclosed map.

Dressing Facilities: Locker rooms will be available for performing units to use as a
dressing facility. Please exit as soon as possible to allow space for other units.
Auburndale High School and the Florida Federation of Colorguards Circuit will not be
responsible for any lost, stolen, or damaged property.

Seating in the Gym: Judges will be located in the center of the home side bleachers
and will be clearly marked off. Spectators will be allowed to sit on either side of the
judge’s area and all participating units will be required to sit on the visitor’s side
bleachers. There will be door monitors to control the entry / exits of all spectators to
insure that performances are not interrupted.

Warm-Ups: Color Guards are welcome to use any area around the school for pre-
rotation warm-up. The starting point for rotation will be the check-in table located
behind the gym.



Critique: Units registered for critique at this show are responsible for checking the
website for assigned times and arriving to critique sessions on time! The critique will
take place in the judge’s room.

Footwear & Equipment: All equipment and props must be properly taped and padded
as outlined in the WGI and FFCC guidelines. Be aware that penalties will be assessed for
improperly taped and padded equipment. Any unit unable to take corrective actions
may not be able to perform if there is justifiable evidence that the gymnasium floor may
be damaged from a unit’s pending performance. Soft-soled shoes are acceptable;
however, hard-soled shoes must be taped. In addition, all props / floor moving
equipment must be carried or have clean working wheels so that the gymnasium floor is
not scratched. A floor covering is required for the gym floor. If you do not use a floor for
your performance, we will provide a 40 x 60 floor for you.

Inspections: Each unit will have their equipment and props inspected in the waiting
area prior to their performance. Questions regarding your equipment’s legality will be
determined by the FFCC Contest Coordinator and Chief Judge assigned by the FFCC.
Please understand that any unit unable to take corrective measures may not be allowed
to perform in order to protect the gym floor from possible damage.

Equipment Removal: All equipment MUST be removed from the gym immediately
following your performance.

Tabulating & Judging Area: Only authorized personnel will be allowed in the
tabulating and judging area. DO NOT APPROACH THE TABULATION ROOM! You may
pick up your judges commentary CD’s at the trophy table approximately 30 minutes
after your unit’s performance.

Show Music: Show music CD’s should be turned in to the sound table at least 30
minutes prior to the unit’s performance time. If you are using an MP3 player the circuit
can connect it to the sound system, but will not be responsible for its operation. A guard
staff member must be present to operate the player.



Sound Checks: This will take place from 11:00-11:55am. After this scheduled time,
sound checks will only take place during official show breaks when our sound technician
is available.

Hospitality Room: A hospitality room will be provided for directors / staff with
complimentary snacks and drinks. The hospitality room will be located near the gym.

Awards Ceremony: There will be one (1) retreat ceremony for all units and will begin
approximately 4:15 PM.

Video Taping: Video taping will be permitted with a VIDEO PASS for your unit only.
Cameras must be hand-held or mounted on a folded tri-pod. There will not be a video
area set aside.

Photography: Photography is allowed, but we do ask for the comfort and safety of
both the performers and spectators NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY!

Guard “Grams”, Flowers and Programs:  “Color Grams” will be available throughout
the competition. After being screened for public hearing, you can have your personal
message announced before or after your favorite unit performs for just $1.00! In
addition, carnations and roses will be on sale so you can congratulate your special
performer. Carnations are only $1.00 each and roses are $3.00 each. Programs will also
be on sale for just $1.00 each.

Concession Stand: A concession stand will be available near the spectator entrance of
the gym.
