Requirements for Submitting a Contest Bid
Please review the FFCC Policy Manual (Contest Policy) and Show Host Contract for information about hosting a contest (both are available on the FFCC website).  The below information must be submitted or the bid will be considered incomplete.  All complete bids will be considered before incomplete bids.
· A deposit check of $200.00 made out to the FFCC.

· A signed letter from the school principal or facility director stating the facility will be available starting at least four (4) hours prior to Contest start time on each of the date(s) requested.
· The Contest Bid Application must be completed and signed by an authorized person of the contest host.

· The Contest Show Host Questionnaire, including contest date selections, must be completed online at www.ffcc.org by midnight August 13, 2010.

· The Contest Bid Application must be received by midnight August 13, 2010.  Bids can not be given to a board member. We strongly suggest that you send the bid by registered mail to confirm delivery.
Bid Process

A FFCC Board Member will contact the Show Host via email and phone immediately after the completed bid, meeting all the requirements above, to schedule a site visit by the Regional Contest Director (if required). 

The FFCC Board will hold a special meeting on August 21, 2010 to award bids, and all organizations submitting bids will be advised of the results immediately thereafter.

Special Contest Information 
The circuit will be co-hosting the Evaluation Show for color guard units in Cadet, “B” and “AAA” classes on January 15, 2011 and a Premier for all other color guard classes on January 29, 2011.  The FFCC will retain all admission proceeds and will be responsible to pay all contest staff, judges’ fees and expenses and trophies.  The Show Host will retain all other proceeds from show activities. Please see the 2011 FFCC Show Host Contract-Co-Hosted for further information
The FFCC will retain contract rights for non-food commercial vendors at all FFCC sanctioned contests.
